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Ø Examinations for times not listed should be administered during the last class meeting of 
the course or by May 13, 2026.  
 

Ø Conflicts in examination times should be mediated by the student and the course 
instructor. Space to administer the exam should be arranged with the Department 
Chairperson.  

o Make-up exams should be administered May 12, 2026, between 6pm – 8pm or 
May 13, 2026, between 2pm – 4pm. 
 

Ø Examinations in laboratory, physical education activity classes, and classes whose credit 
hours are less than three (3) may be administered during the last regularly scheduled 
laboratory/class period. When an examination covers lecture materials or both laboratory 
and lecture materials, the examination should be given at the time prescribed for the 
lecture in this schedule.
