2013 CDR Heard served as Combat Systems Officer at Destroyer Squadron Fourteen.  

From May 2013 to March 2015 CDR Heard served as Executive Officer of NOSC 

Jacksonville, FL.  CDR Heard recently completed tour at Pentagon onboard OPNAV staff 

as Program Review and Action Officer in code N80.
